· Acceptable majors include Horticulture, Botany, Agriculture Sciences, Forestry, Environmental Science, Entomology, Landscape Architecture, Viticulture, or related areas of study.

· Must be enrolled in college as a fulltime student

· Minimum high school GPA--3.0 on a 4.0 scale

· A 200-300-word essay handwritten in ink that discusses horticultural related activities, especially leadership roles, in which you have participated and how you plan to use your college degree. No typed or computer-generated essays will be accepted.
